Course Structure & Delivery

The 2023-2024 South Australian Level 3 Coach Accreditation will be offered to coaches of both male
and female programs, coaching in a SANFL Club season team and community A Grade head coaches.

The course will be a blended learning program delivered both face to face and virtually over a 12-
month period. Phase 1 will be delivered as 4 face to face workshops held in Adelaide and phase 2 will
be delivered virtually as 3 x 2-hour online webinars over the 12-month period.

1. Participation in ALL sessions and completing all in-course tasks and activities.

2. Create and implement an agreed Values and Behavioural Framework for your team.

3. Develop a documented Game Plan for your team.

5. Within your Level 3 peers working group,

a. Support each other during the year, share ideas, challenges, successes, session plans etc

b. Provide feedback on each other’s coaching at training and game day, through reflective
conversations after looking at vision of each coach coaching.

c. Mid-season and post season reflections
