 No warning OR behaviour improved post warning
 Communication framework not adhered 
 Comments on decisions as the game is being played

1 * Unacceptable

 Consistent abuse towards umpires, players, or
spectators

 Aggressive/inappropriate language
 Swearing directed at an umpire or umpires’ decision
 Following umpire closely around the ground during the 

game
 Warning has been provided throughout the match
 Severe language used throughout the match (swearing, 

threatening, aggressive behaviour etc)
 Non-stop challenging/appealing on the umpire’s 

decision
